icle of tiny Auerstedt can be traced
in various ways in Auerstedt’s mu-

seum world. — The museum of local
history inside the manor is dedicat-

ed not only to the twin battles of
Jena and Auerstedt (1806), but also
to the history of life in the village
and Thuringian customs. On the
other side of the courtyard from

the manor, 17 historic vehicles for
travelling can be marveled at in the
Coach Museum - among them the
wedding coach of Grand Princess
Maria Pavlovna.




The Willow Rod Palace

- nicknamed “Auerworld-
palast” - with its futuristic
appearance created in 1998
under the direction of Swiss
architect Marcel Kalberer

is one of the largest living
willow domes to this day.
The constantly growing nat-
ural building has meanwhile
developed into a veritable
magnet for visitors. — The
meditative strength of the
palace inspires hikers and
bikers, convention guests,
and the visitors to the annual
“Auerworld Festival”. It is
particularly popular among
newlyweds as a motif for
photographs.




There’s a lot to discover in

the middle of Germany:
Weimar, the capital of German
Classicism; Naumburg, with its
famous 800 year-old cathe-
dral; the bell founder town

of Apolda; and Jena, with its
fascinating Zeiss-Planetarium.
